Dear applicant:

The Santa Barbara Certified Farmers Market Association operates 8 markets a week, rain or shine, all year round. We are a grower-owned association registered as a non-profit mutual benefit corporation with the State of California. We do not allow second certificates or peddlers in our markets, nor do we allow crafts. All our markets are approved for dairy, meats, poultry, and wine (limited to 2 booths.) Non-agricultural products, including seafood, are limited as well. 

Following application by a certified producer, membership in the Association is considered based on need for the product, available market space, willingness to abide by the Association’s rules, length of time on the waiting list, and proximity to Santa Barbara. 

The certificate holder, a close family member, or qualified employee (one actively involved in the farming arts) must attend at least one whole market per month in which they are selling at the Market. The dues for selling at our markets are currently 5% of gross sales, plus the payment of the State Direct Marketing fee of 60 cents per market. 
If you wish to apply to our markets, please fill out the application form below, and mail or fax it to us, along with a copy of your certified producer’s certificate, nursery license, and other applicable permits depending on the type of products you propose to bring.  I also recommend that you compose an application letter detailing the products you are proposing to bring, to which markets, and at which time of the year.
